Houmas House Highlights:                Houmas House Plantation and Gardens is located in Louisiana’s Plantation Country on Historic River Road. 

Highlights from the interior of the house include:

· A mural scene featuring sugar cane fields

· A rare 1848 Louisiana Census Map given to Col. John Preston, former owner of Houmas House, found hidden in the attic for more than 140 years

· A regulator clock made in 1932 by Bussage, a collection of furniture including pieces by Mallard, Belter, Meeks, Lee and McCracken and an art collection including paintings from Louisiana artists.

· Original Paris Porcelain China serving pieces from 1848 with the Houmas House name.

Highlights from the grounds and gardens include:

· Two symmetrical garconnieres – structures unique to Louisiana plantations that to house the adolescent sons of the plantation owners

· Massive fountains, lagoons and an original alley of oak trees more than 200 years old

· Exotic flowers including camellias, crepe myrtles, roses, azaleas, irises, water lilies and cypress and oak trees.
